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Fire

Wildfires are a hazard in Southern California and the
same preparation steps apply as for other disasters. It is also
important to have a family evacuation plan in the event of
a fire in the home. Below are some tips to help prevent fires
in your home from the California Department of Forestry
and Fire Protection.

Kitchen

e Keep a working fire extinguisher in the kitchen.

e Maintain electric and gas stoves in good operating condition.

e Keep baking soda on hand to extinguish stove-top grease fires.

e Turn the handles of pots and pans away from the front of the stove.

e |nstall curtains and towel holders away from stove burners.

o Store matches and lighters out of reach of children.

e Vlake sure that electrical outlets are designed to handle appliance loads

Living Room

¢ |nstall a screen in front of fireplace or wood stove.

e Store the ashes from your fireplace (and barbecue) in a metal
container and dispose of only when cold.

e Clean fireplace chimneys and flues at least once a year.

Hallway

e |nstall smoke detectors between living and sleeping areas.

e Test smoke detectors monthly and replace batteries twice a year,
when clocks are changed in the spring and fall.

e Replace electrical cords that do not work properly, have loose
connections, or are frayed.

Bedroom

e Install a smoke detector in the bedroom.

o Turn off electric blankets and other electrical appliances when not in use.

© Do not smoke in bed.

e If you have security bars on your windows or doors, be sure they have
an approved quick release mechanism so you and your family can get
out in the event of a fire.

Bathroom

e Disconnect appliances such as curling irons and hair dryers when
done; store in a safe location until cool.

e Keep items such as towels away from wall and floor heaters

Garage

e Vlount a working fire extinguisher in the garage.

¢ Have tools such as a shovel, hoe, rake and bucket available for use in
a wildfire emergency.

e |nstall a solid door with self-closing hinges between living areas and
the garage.

e Dispose of oily rags in Underwriters Laboratories approved metal
containers.

o Store all combustibles away from ignition sources such as water heaters.

e Disconnect electrical tools and appliances when not in use.

e Allow hot tools to cool before storing.

*Properly store flammable liquids in approved containers and away from
ignition sources such as pilot lights.

Your family may not be together
when disaster strikes, so plan how
you will contact one another and
review what you will do in
different situations.

d Be sure every member of your
family knows emergency phone
numbers and has a prepaid
phone card.

1 The telephone system may be
down altogether, so determine
where to meet with your family if
you cannot get in touch during
the emergency. You will be better
prepared to safely reunite your
family and loved ones during an
emergency if you think ahead and
communicate with each other in
advance.

4 It may be easier to make a long-
distance phone call than to call
across town, so an out-of-town
contact may be in a better posi-
tion to communicate among
separated family members.

d Inquire about emergency plans at
places where your family spends
time: work, day care and school.

(4 Talk to your neighbors about how
you can work together in the
event of an emergency.

d Include an emergency kit in your
vehicle.
